The Government Piece: What is OSAP?

* The Ontario Student Assistance Program is a needs based
loan and grant program, funded by both the federal and
provincial government, which provides financial assistance
to students to help them attend college or university.

« “lts purpose is to supplement, not to replace, the financial
resources that you (and your family, if applicable) are expected
to contribute.”

* Through one application (per academic year), you will be
considered for non- repayable grants, as well as loans.

Why should you apply for OSAP?

OSAP: Ontario Student Assistance
Program

You can get grants and loans to help you pay for university osa p

or college when you qualify for OSAP

The OSAP Loan is an interest free loan as long as you are attending a post
secondary institution full time (60% or greater)

Federal Interest Rate = Prime + 2.5
Provincial Interest Rate = Prime + 1.0

OSAP offers a grace period. OSAP loans are payment free for the first six
months after you graduate. The Ontario portion of OSAP loans are no
longer interest free for six months after you graduate.

(MSFAA) is your lifetime loan agreement.

What you pay out of pocket

You are currently expected to contribute $3,600 per school year to your education costs.

This amount is based on the amount a student can earn (after tax) while working
over a summer. By working an average of 17 hours per week - at minimum wage, for
16 weeks - you will be able to make this contribution.

You can also put any existing savings toward the required contribution amount. Or, if
you are working at a part-time job while in school, you can put the money you earn
during the school year towards the contribution amount.

e October/November 2022: Access codes are provided
for the 101 Application.

e January 12, 2023: Deadline to submit your completed
application to the OUAC.

e May 29, 2023: Last day you can expect a response from
an Ontario university if you applied by the January 12
deadline.

e June 1, 2023: The earliest day you may be required to
respond to an offer and give a financial commitment
(e.g., registration or residence deposit, etc.).




Important Dates - OCAS

October 2022: Online Application Opens
2022/2023 application opens on ontariocolleges.ca

November 1, 2022: Earliest Offer Date
This is the earliest date that colleges may begin to send offers of admission to programs for the upcoming
academic year. Offers will continue to be issued until programs are filled or wait-lists are established.

February 1, 2023: Equal Consideration Date

Applications received and paid for on or before this date are considered equally by the colleges. |t is critical to
apply to highly competitive programs by this date. Applications are still processed after this date, but are
considered on a first-come, first-served basis by the colleges.

May 1, 2023: Confirmation Deadline
Most offers of admission must be confirmed by this date. The colleges will determine the due date to confirm
offers made after May 1. Check your offer package to find out the expiry date of your offer of admission.

June 2023: Tuition Deposit Due

The colleges require payment of a tuition deposit in June to secure your spot in your program. Each college sets
its own tuition deposit amount and payment deadline. This information will be communicated to you by the
college.

*Please note that the above dates apply to programs beginning in the fall of 2023. Contact the college for deadlines for other start dates
